1. Entrance fee to Fort Davis NHS is $3 per adult (trails & historic site).

Please pay at the Fort’s Visitor Center. Highway 118
2. Stay on trails to prevent erosion.
3. Leave plants, animals, rocks, and artifacts where you find them.
4. Do not walk across the parade ground---do not sit or climb on fort ruins
5. Bring water, sunscreen, and a hat. Please do not litter.
6. An adult MUST accompany children under 16.
7. Fort Davis NHS and its trails close at 5:00 pm.
